Day 2 Weimar - Dessau 
Today you visit the Bauhaus Mu-
seum in Weimar. It offers you a 
glance into the development of 
the Bauhaus in Weimar, it was the 
most important design school in 
the 20th century.  In the afternoon 
take the train back to Dessau.

Nestled in a romantic 
landscape of lakes and forests, this 
baroque castle served as the movie 
set for “Three Wishes for Cinderel-
la”. Then continue to Meissen, the 
first town in Europe to manufacture 
porcelain.

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Castles along the 
Rhine and Moselle
Day 1 Frankfurt - Kamp-
Bornhofen - Liebenstein Castle
The tour begins in Frankfurt and fol-
lows the Rhine to Rüdesheim. Enjoy 
a sightseeing tour of Rüdesheim’s 
old historic center and stroll along 
the famous Drosselgasse street. 
Next we embark on a cruise and sail 
along the most picturesque stretch 
of the Rhine River, the Lorelei Valley 
(approx. 1.5 hrs; from November to 
March the boat tour is not guaran-
teed).

The 
Trummelbach drains the water of 
the glaciers Jungfrau, Eiger and 
Mönch. Later you have the possi-
bility to do an exciting and unfor-

gettable tour (optional, not incl.) to 
Jungfraujoch, which is considered 
”Top of Europe” that has been de-
clared a natural world heritage site 
by the UNESCO.

Day 6 Interlaken -  St. Beatus 
Caves - Bern  
After breakfast travel to Bern. The-
re is a possibility on the way to 
visit the St. Beatus caves, discover 
the impressive caves of stalactites 
and stalagmites formed by nature 
itself (admission not included). Af-
terwards you can enjoy a boat ride 
along the Thun Lake (not included).

Day 3 Münster - Bremen - 
Hamburg
After breakfast enjoy a sightsee-
ing tour of Münster, famous for 
its beautiful historic center where 
antique buildings coexist harmoni-

ously with modern development. 
Continue to Bremen. Set on the 
banks of the Weser River, Bremen 
is known around the world as the 
city of the Bremen Town Musicians 
from the Brothers Grimm fairytale. 
The statue of the musicians next to 
the beautiful city hall and the sta-
tue of Roland have been declared 
a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 
2004. In the afternoon we travel to 
Hamburg.  

Day 4 Hamburg 
Free day at your leisure to explore 
Hamburg. Although 100 km from 
the ocean, Hamburg owes its fame 
to its world renowned port. Ham-
burg has more bridges than Venice 
and features many lovely attrac-
tions, such as the Michel Church 
(the city’s symbol) and the Jung-
fernstieg and City Hall. 

Day 5 Hamburg - Lübeck - 
Schwerin
Travel from Hamburg to Lübeck. 
This city with its lovely old houses 
was once one of the most im-
portant centers of the Hanseatic 
League and was declared a UN-
ESCO world heritage site in 1987.

The 
cradle of the Bauhaus movement 
and the 1999 European Cultural 
Capital, Weimar features an ama-
zing collection of classic architec-
ture. In the afternoon continue to 
Bamberg, located in northern Ba-
varia. The town is famous for its 
beer and features a lovely old city 
center (UNESCO). 
  
Day 10 Bamberg - Nurem-
berg - Munich
In the morning we briefly pass 
through Nuremberg, a metropolis 
that has preserved much of its me-
dieval charm. Our final destination 
today is Munich, the capital of the 
state of Bavaria. Munich is known 
around the world for its Oktober-
fest, the largest beer festival in the 
world, the Bayern München foot-
ball team and the BMW cars that 
are manufactured here. 

Day 11 Munich
In the morning visit the city’s best 
known attractions, such as the Ma-
rienplatz square with the elegant 
city hall, the bustling Viktualien-
markt with delicious gourmet pro-
ducts and the Hofbräuhaus brewery. 
In the afternoon you are free to ex-
plore this friendly city at your leisu-
re and relax in a beer garden with a 
glass of outstanding local beer.

Day 12 Munich - Wieskirche
- Füssen
On the way to Füssen we visit 
Oberammergau, a picturesque 
town known for its annual Passi-
on play, impressive crafts and the 
lovely Wieskirche church, a UN-
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ESCO Heritage monument and an 
important pilgrimage destination 
in Bavaria. 

Day 13 Füssen - Neu-
schwanstein Castle - Lake 
Constance - Constance
In the morning we visit Neusch-
wanstein Castle, built by Ludwig 
II. Today, Neuschwanstein is one of 
the most famous and most visited 
attractions in southern Germany. 
Continue via the beautiful region 
around Allgäu to Lake Constance, 
which forms the border between 
Germany, Austria and Switzerland.  

Day 14 Constance - Black 
Forest - Heidelberg

Day 1 Munich

Day 1 Berlin 
Welcome and transfer to your hotel.

Day 2 Berlin - Wittenberg

After breakfast we travel to Eis-
leben, “the City of Martin Luther” 
and UNESCO World Heritage Mo-
nument. In Eisleben we visit the 
house where Luther was born and 
where he died. Other attractions 

on our itinerary include the church 
of St. Peter and St. Paul, where he 
was baptized, as well as the church 
of St. Andrews, where he held his 
final sermon.

Huldrych Zwingli led the Prote-
stant Reformation from Zurich in 
the 1520´s and his pastoral office 
was located at the Grossmunster 
Church, a Romanesque-style Prote-
stant church. Rest of the day free at 
your leisure.

Day 2 Zurich - Basel - Bern

The Reformation in 
Bern was prepared in the city and 
throughout the canton by three 
ministers Sebastian Meyer, Bert-
hold Haller and Francis Kolb and 
by a gifted layman Niclaus Manuel, 
who were all friends of Zwingli. On 
the way to Geneva short stop in 
Lausanne, where the pastor Pierre 
Viret, known as “the angel of the 
reformation” established a Refor-
med Academy.

Day 4 Geneva 
In the morning we enjoy a panora-
mic tour of Geneva. First we visit

St. Pierre´s Cathedral that belongs 
to the Swiss Reformed Church now.

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The Roots of
Reformation

Day 1 Berlin - Wittenberg
We start the day with a city tour of 
Berlin. We see the famous Bran-
denburg Gate, the Cathedral, the 
Reichstag building and the lovely 
boulevards. Then proceed to Wit-
tenberg.

Day 2 Wittenberg - Torgau - 
Leipzig 
We proceed to Wittenberg, desi-
gnated as “Lutherstadt” (“Luther 
Town”). It was here that Luther 
gained notoriety by posting his 95 
theses to the door of the Castle 
Church, sparking the movement 
that would become the Reformati-

on. In Torgau we visit the sites as-
sociated with Katharina Von Bora, 
including her grave in St. Mary’s 
Church. 

Day 3 Leipzig - Eisleben - 
Erfurt
In the morning you visit Leipzig and 
the Thomaskirche, where J.S. Bach 
served as choirmaster for 25 years 
and where Luther preached and 
introduced his ideas for the refor-
mation to the people. Upon arrival 
in Eisleben you enjoy a city tour that 
includes the houses where Luther 
was born in 1483, and where he 
died in 1546.

Day 4 Erfurt - Eisenach - 
Schmalkalden - Erfurt
In the morning we start our excursi-
on to Eisenach. Enjoy a guided tour 
of Wartburg Castle where Luther 
translated the Bible. You also visit 
the Luther and Bach Memorials 
and the Luther House, where he 
lived during grammar school. On 
the way back to Erfurt, brief visit of 
Schmalkalden - founding city of the 
Schmalkaldic League.

Day 5 Erfurt - Coburg - 
Würzburg

stinian Monastery where Luther 
lived as a monk and admire the 
Krämerbrücke. Then we continue to 
the medieval city of Coburg where 
we visit the famous Veste Coburg, 
the fortress where Luther took re-
fuge and lived during the Augsburg 
Confession. Our last destination for 
today is Würzburg.

Day 6 Würzburg - Rothen-
burg ob der Tauber - Heidel-
berg
During the morning we visit the an-
cient town of Würzburg, known as 
“the jewel of the Main River“, con-
sidered one of Germany’s loveliest 
towns. One of the highlights of your 
trip will be today’s visit to Rothen-
burg, the best preserved medieval 
town in all of Europe. During this 
walking tour you visit St. Jacob´s 
Church with the renowned Blood 
Altar. Then continue to Heidelberg.

Day 7 Heidelberg - Stras-
bourg
In the morning we visit Heidelberg, 
it is the very symbol of German Ro-
manticism and home to Germany‘s 
oldest University, where Martin 
Luther held one of his earliest de-
bates with church leaders. Visit the 
famous Heidelberg Castle and tour 
the historic city center. During the 
afternoon we travel to the City of 
Strasbourg.

Day 8 Strasbourg - Speyer - 
Worms
This morning enjoy a panoramic 
and walking tour of this historic 
city of Strasbourg and visit Notre 
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Religious Tours
